CHECKLIST 
Referral Criteria for Environmental Dispute Mediation Trial

Must be an issue related to the environmental nuisance provisions under EMPCA (Environmental Management and Pollution Control Act 1994) and is not an issue that is directly addressed under another Act (e.g. barking dogs – Dog Control Act).


Issue must be clearly defined (nature and length of time of dispute) and parties have control over implementing the outcome.


Disputing parties’ histories with respect to environmental regulatory matters are known, and the issue is deemed appropriate for referral for mediation by the Environmental Health Officer.


Mediation process has been explained and the “Information Brochure Environmental Disputes Mediation Trial” has been provided to all involved parties. 


Disputing parties directly affected are willing to work positively towards achieving an outcome.
